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How can I occupy a new home? 
 
We offer homes:

What sort of accommodation do you require? 
  
Rented accommodation  - owner occupiers/adequately housed 
applicants will only be considered in exceptional circumstances. 
 
Rented sheltered housing - for retired applicants of 60 and over 
only. 
 

Shared ownership - must be in a position to obtain mortgage or 
have savings. 
 

Sheltered ownership - for applicants in a position to obtain 
mortgage or have savings. 
 
Transfer - for JRHT tenants only. 
 
The demand for our homes is high and the number of vacancies 
each year low.  This means even people with high housing needs 
may wait a long time before an offer can be made.   
 
Unfortunately we are unable to provide a clear indication of how 
long people may have to wait.  If you wish to apply for housing with 
us, you will need to complete a registration form.  This can be 
provided in the language you prefer, Braille, large print or audio 
cassette.  If you require help to complete the form, this can also be 
provided with a translation service.
